
 
PEACHTREE RIDGE HIGH SCHOOL RULES FOR BAND CAMP   

READ CAREFULLY  
 

1. Gwinnett County Board of Education rules apply at camp. 
 
2. Any possession of or use of drugs or alcoholic beverages will result in immediate dismissal from camp 

and full disciplinary suspension from Peachtree Ridge High School.  Do NOT bring glass containers or 
water guns.   

 
3. Lights out means just that- In your rooms and ready for bed.  You will need your rest and sleep. Stay 

in your room, with the door locked until the next morning. If you get sick during the night, go to the 
room of the chaperone on your hall. 

 
4. ABSOLUTELY NO HAZING OR INITIATION OF ROOKIES IN  ANY FORM WILL BE 

TOLERATED!   
 
5. Stay with a group at all times.  Don’t wander off in pairs or couples.  Leave romancing at home. We 

don’t have time for it.  Free time activity will be defined.  Students may not wander to areas other than 
those defined by staff or chaperones. 

 
6. OFF LIMIT AREAS: 
 
 Boys to girls’ room and vice-versa 
 All areas of the campus except those assigned to us 
 Coke machines except during breaks and free time 
 Dining hall except for meals and other specific activities 
 Rooms and dorm areas except when they are open for planned activities 
 Various routes from building to building as defined by Chaperones 
 
7. No property destruction of any kind.  Individuals responsible for damage must pay for all costs to 

repair or replace.  We want to leave the campus in better shape than we found it. 
 
8. No swimming unless a chaperone and lifeguard are present.   
 
9. Everyone will be required to wear shoes at all times.  Everyone will be required to wear tennis shoes 

during all rehearsals (NO SANDALS, FLIP FLOPS OR SKATE SHOES).   
 
10. Individual practice only at specified times and places.  See instructional staff for time and place. 
 
11. Put all trash (drink cups, cans, candy wrappers, etc) in the proper place (trash containers). 
 
12. If there are any physical problems (illness or injuries), seek immediate assistance from chaperones or 

staff members. 
 
REMEMBER:  BE EARLY TO ALL REHEARSALS.  BRING A PAT IENT, POSITIVE ATTITUDE.  
PUTTING A GREAT SHOW TOGETHER TAKES A LOT OF TIME, BUT IT IS WORTH IT!  LISTEN TO 
THE STAFF AND CHAPERONES.  DO WHAT THEY SAY WITHOUT  WASTING TIME.

Lock your room after room check and keep locked at all times.   
Stay in room after lights out (except for emergencies). 
Be on time for every activity.  

 Be flexible and good natured.
